COMMEMORATING A FRIENDSHIP THAT LASTED OVER HALF A CENTURY

Many foreign colleagues come to Turkey, work in harmony with the local community, and when
they go they leave behind their academic achievements. Some develop collegial and amicable
relationships with scholars from the local universities and also leave behind pleasant memories.
There are few, who, in addition to their other merits, become a cornerstone or an indispensable
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part of the Turkish scientific community and an unquestioned authority to be consulted. These
are remembered as genuine friends, and what’s more as pleasant company. Harald Hauptmann,
or >Hauptmann Bey<, was one of them. He distinguished himself through his outstanding
knowledge covering the entire span of cultural history. At the same time, he easily mingled with
people wherever he was in Turkey, in some cases more genuinely than his Turkish colleagues.
He was a true >Elaziglic while working at Norsuntepe, and an unpretentious >Urfalic at Lidar
Hoytik. We will miss him.

Losing Hauptmann Bey does not only mean to lose a friend and a colleague. It means more. It
means to lose the last representative of a unique school of archaeology, the foundation of which
had been laid by a generation of great German professors, in Hauptmann Bey’s case namely by
Kurt Bittel and Vladimir Milojéié. Probably Hauptmann Bey was the last representative of the
generation that grew up at the age of >solid< knowledge, looking at the past heritage not through
the narrow window of details of virtual realities, but by confronting solid data. Hauptmann
Bey’s view of the past, his interpretations of the archaeological record were built upon solid,
concrete facts. He never fell into the trap of empty rhetorical biases, adopting trendy theories
that sounded more like slogans than the modalities of academic thinking. He saved his energy,
focusing his effort on collecting and processing new data, facts that would contribute to under-
standing what had actually taken place in the past. He knew the details; his way of looking at
the big picture was solely based on the details he knew, though neither did he fall into the trap of
over simplistic generalizations or getting lost in the details. He knew the big picture. You could
discuss with him archaeologies of anywhere, from China to England covering the entire time
span of cultural history, from the Paleolithic to the Middle Ages. He came from the generation
that valued knowledge, knowledge that was based on concrete facts or on archaeological data
and not derived from contemplations. He was one of the last of that generation with a genuine
interest, concern and knowledge.

My first recollection of meeting Hauptmann Bey was in our university, when I was working on
the Kumtepe material for my MA thesis. He showed great interest, amazing me with his solid
knowledge of Southeast European material. At that time, I had no knowledge of his background
working in Thessaly with Miloj¢ié. After all, I was a young assistant and he was a Referent
with a doctoral degree from the University of Heidelberg at the DAL We occasionally met at
conferences or during my work at the library of the DAI — at that time the only safe heaven
for archaeological literature in Istanbul. The DAT was still at its Siraserviler compound, next
to the German Hospital. It was much smaller but more homely than the present spacious DAI
compound within the German Consulate. That old Institute positively had the feel and smell of
the history of archaeology. I was trying to search through journals of Balkan countries, getting
lost. Often, Hauptmann Bey advised me that the articles I was desperately trying to decipher
were not worth looking at. He knew them too well.

Then came the days of Keban; the initiative taken by Halet Cambel with the support of Robert
J. Braidwood had been successful in organising a large-scale rescue project along the reservoir of
the Keban Dam to be constructed on the Euphrates. Even though there were earlier large-scale
examples of dam reservoir rescue projects, mainly those of Aswan and Missouri, Keban was far
more exclusive and better organised. Halet Cambel’s persistence made it possible, for the first time
in Turkey for young academics, whether Turkish or foreign, to direct excavations. Hauptmann
Bey always acknowledged this, noting » [...] in Thessaly they did not allow me to continue, here
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Turkey has given me the possibility to conduct my own field project«. The Keban Project was
run under the patronage of Kemal Kurdas, the then rector of the newly founded Middle East
Technical University. A surface survey was conducted by a joint team from Istanbul and Chicago
universities, detecting 52 hitherto unknown archaeological sites all to be inundated by the waters
of the Keban Dam. The original idea of Cambel and Kurdag was to give the most important sites
to senior archaeologists and stimulate young ones to work on smaller sites by themselves. With
the exception of Hamit Ziibeyir Kosay, none of the senior archaeologists showed any interest in
taking part; so the acting board of the project, with certain reservations, had to yield the most
important sites to promising archaeologists of the future. In this respect Harald Hauptmann got
Norsuntepe, Ufuk Esin Tepecik, the two important sites of Altinova, only 5 km apart from each
other. Our excavation house, at Munzuroglu village on the northern flanks of the plain, was ata
slightly higher elevation than Norsuntepe, making it possible to watch, from a distance, all that
was going on. There we came to appreciate Hauptmann Bey’s strategic approach in handling a
big, multilayered mound site; it was like watching an artist carving a sculpture.

Watching or more correctly contemplating Hauptmann Bey’s excavation strategy was an experi-
ence; in excavating, he was a virtuoso by all definitions of the term. After each visit to his site, I
was amazed by his style; he was a brand in excavating. The areal coverage of his excavation was
much bigger than ours, his speed in removing earth was twice as quick, but his trenches were
always clean, neat and orderly. Of course, before Norsuntepe he had considerable experience,
particularly working first in Thessaly and then at Bogazkdoy, but Norsuntepe was different from
both and needed an efficient excavation strategy to overcome the time pressure. What has been
recovered at Norsuntepe is of astounding significance. We learned a lot from the Norsuntepe
excavations: the presence of palatial complexes in the Early Bronze Age, the prosperous cultural
setting of the Middle and Late Chalcolithic north of the Taurus range; all of which was ground-
breaking new knowledge, pushing the limits of our conception of ancient cultures. Of course,
the emerging picture was not only due to the results of Norsuntepe: it was the outcome of col-
lated new data from other rescue excavations along the Upper Euphrates, such as Korucutepe,
Tepecik, Tulintepe, Degirmentepe, Asvan, Tagkun Mevkii, Fatmali Kalecik, Pulur Sakyol and
Han Ibrahim Sah. For the first time we were seeing the merits of several teams working close to
each other, sharing knowledge, stimulating academic prospects. Hauptmann Bey had a leading
role in what we later recalled as the >Keban spirit«. That spirit was based on sharing, not only
data but also bad and good incidents, helping each other, and looking for new approaches. Dur-
ing those years archaeozoology was not as developed as it is today. Joachim Boessneck, one of
the most reputed archaeozoologists of his time was working with Hauptmann Bey, who made
it possible for the Tepecik and Tulintepe fauna to be studied by Boessneck. We had a brilliant
student, Mustafa Biyiikkolanci, documenting architectural remains; he had gained considerable
experience at Tepecik. Norsuntepe had much more subtle architectural remains than we had,
so Mustafa Bliytikkolanci began working with Hauptmann Bey. E. W. Peters, a member of the
Norsuntepe team, had carried out one of the most exclusive village documentations.

At that time, excavations lasted three to four months. From 1968 to 1975 we shared the burdens
as well as the pleasures of working at Elazig. Every weekend we were together, either in their
camp at Alisam or at Munzuroglu. We often had joint excursions. The Keban spirit laid the
foundations for our long-lasting friendship.
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The Keban Project came to an end in 1975; Tepecik disappeared under the rising waters of the
dam reservoir; Norsuntepe remained as an island and it still is. During the following instalment
of the Euphrates Project, while our team was working at Degirmentepe in Malatya, to the north
of the Taurus range, Hauptmann Bey took the challenge of working at Lidar Hoytik, the second
biggest mound site after Samsat to be flooded by the Atatiirk Dam. Nevertheless, in spite of
the geographic distance between our sites, our mutual friendship continued, like being a part
of a family. During those years I was also working at Cayoni, not too far from Lidar Hoytik. I
remember waking up just before dawn to go to the washroom, and walking over people sleep-
ing in the corridor; it was the Lidar team, over 20 people, who came to visit us arriving after
midnight and had laid their sleeping bags wherever they found a vacant spot. Lidar Hoytik was
again our sister site; we had the same German architectural team headed by Wulf Schirmer.

Lidar Hoytk was much bigger and more problematic than Norsuntepe. Time pressure due
to the ongoing construction of the dam was even bigger and more stressful; however, on each
visit the site looked so different from our previous visit that it seemed as if we were watching
a simulation created by Hauptmann Bey as in a computer game. He was always at the peak
of his energy; while keeping a strict control over the work at Lidar Hoytik, he was surveying
the terrain, at the same time stimulating his team to look around; that is how Nevali Cori was
discovered, a site that I had missed in my survey of the dam reservoir area in 1977. Nevali Cori
now stands as a landmark of Neolithic archaeology. Previously Cayonii was the only excavated
early Neolithic site in the region. In the first campaign at Cayont in 1964, one of the monumental
cult buildings with standing stones, the so-called Flagstone Building, had been encountered;
several others were exposed in the following field seasons. What became apparent at Cayonii was
so contradictory to the conventional picture of the >Neolithic way of life< that it was not taken
seriously by most of our colleagues. Nevali Cori, along with duplicating what had already been
apparent at Cayont, had sculptured artistic depictions, something absent at Cayont. In this
respect Hauptmann Bey’s work at Nevali Cori made it possible to validate what we had been
arduously propagating about the significance of the decisive role played by the early Neolithic
of Southeast Anatolia. At the peak of interest triggered by Nevali Cori, Hauptmann Bey began
focusing on other Early Neolithic sites of the region. He was the one who >salvaged« the famous
Urfa Statue from the Balikligol site, the earliest known full-size human statue. This was followed
by his excavations at Gobekli Tepe, now the landmark of Neolithic archaeology, alternately with
Gurcltepe, another Neolithic site in the region. Along with Lidar Hoytiik and Nevali Cori, as
requested by the late Adnan Misir, then the Director of Sanliurfa museum, he also excavated the
Early Bronze Age cemetery of Titris Hoytk, not too far from Lidar Hoytik. With his endless
energy, stimulated by his addiction to learning more about the past, he was able to run all of
these projects simultaneously, without losing control. There are not many of us who can do that.

The waters of Atatlirk Dam rose unexpectedly after heavy spring rains. Haupmann Bey was
expecting one more season. When we reached him at Heidelberg about the potential danger,
he rushed back, salvaged whatever possible from the excavation house. He had already taken
measures for the transport of the Nevali Cori cult building that had been saved with the help
of his restorer Murat Akman, also an old student of our Department. The cult building was
transported to the Museum, where it has been re-erected, a significant endeavour that should
be strongly acknowledged.
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With this paper we have no intention to go over the scientific accomplishments of Prof. Haupt-
mann; his excavations have been so multifarious that even a conspectus of what he contributed
to our understanding of Anatolian cultures would be far beyond the scope of this paper. His
excavations at Nevali Cori, Giirciitepe and at Gobekli Tepe changed the entire picture of the
Neolithic Period, necessitating a re-definition of what is even implied by the term Neolithic.
While Southeastern Anatolia was formerly considered a region of secondary Neolithization,
now it is redefined as the primary core area of Neolithic formation. Likewise his findings of the
Halaf period at Nevali Coriand of the Chalcolithic era at Norsuntepe have had groundbreaking
implications, necessitating a reconsideration of the modalities of interaction between Anatolian
and Syro-Mesopotamian cultures. When we were all expecting a simple semi-nomadic settlement
of Kura Aras culture at Elaz1g, the Early Bronze Age palace that was exposed at Norsuntepe,
with its capacious storage facilities implying a palatial system based on the handling of surplus
agricultural products, was one of the most intriguing discoveries of the Keban Project. Like-
wise the 2" Millennium layers of Lidar Hoytk and the Iron Age layers of Norsuntepe with the
astounding pit-grave of a horse were all novelties to the archaeology of the Near East, not only
paving the way to the formulation of new questions but also stimulating new prospects of research.

When Hauptmann Bey became the director of the Istanbul department of the DAI, our friend-
ship was strengthened by collegial solidarity, particularly between our institutes. Collegial
solidarity between the Prehistory Department of Istanbul University and the Istanbul DAT had
its roots deep in history, being founded by Kurt Bittel and Halet Cambel by the early 1950%s.
Since then lively interaction between the two institutes based on mutual understanding and
cooperation has been maintained without interruption. It had already become a tradition when
Hauptmann Bey became the director of the Institute. However, there was something more to
it, not only because — unlike most of the earlier directors — he was a prehistorian, but there was
also the shared experience of the Keban Project that bonded us. And unlike in earlier years, there
were already close friendly relations between him and the younger generation of our institute
at Istanbul University. Looking back over the years that passed by, whenever Hauptmann Bey
and Ufuk Esin met, and that was quite often, they went into a mood of >biz Elazig’lilar<. For
almost a year, we were trying to organize an event celebrating the 50" anniversary of the Keban
Project. Hauptmann Bey was very enthusiastic and had tried several times to host the meeting.
Finally we were to do it this year as a small get-together at METU TACDAM. He had started
making a list of senior archaeologists who had worked at Keban. The list was sadly short. Now
it is even shorter.

Hauptmann Bey’s home at Cihangir was a hub of friendship, conviviality and of reminiscences
of the good old days. It was customary to go to Hauptmann Bey’s home after any event at the
DAL It is impossible to forget the long nights at Hauptmann Bey’s apartment, which had a
fantastic view over the entrance of the Bosporus. In addition, these gatherings benefited from
the refined taste of Salva Hanim, his wife. He was a true antiquarian who collected old books,
mainly travel books, and was proud of his collection. Like the Cihangir house, his home in Hei-
delberg had a touch of savoir vivre that is not too common nowadays. We are going to miss that.
